· MUST make a live presentation to judges on April 10 (if selected in the Preliminary Round of judging the week of March 27). These live presentations will form the basis for selecting the finalists who become eligible for the awards in the Social Enterprise Track of the Contest. Therefore, any team that does not present will be deemed to have withdrawn.  Of course, you are still eligible to receive academic credit in keeping with any course arrangements you have made.  

Note that teams who do not wish to make a live presentation are still eligible to receive reimbursement of up to $1,000 of legitimate expenses (if they entered the contest prior to the deadline in February). However, you must still turn in a document to receive the reimbursement. This may be either a business plan or a substantive report on why you did not proceed.
All teams entered in the Business Plan Contest are held to the standards of the Harvard Business School Honor Code.

Social Enterprise Track teams are required to submit an electronic copy of an executive summary by 12:00 noon on March 27, which will be the basis of the preliminary round of review. 
· It should include brief overviews of the elements in your plan.This summary should be 2-3 pages and include your team name, members, and contact email(s) at the top of the first page. 
· Name the document with an abbreviated version of your team name and submit as a Word file to the Social Enterprise Initiative (se@hbs.edu).
